 TOWN COUNCIL SPECIAL  MEETING

I:  CALL TO ORDER:
	President David Benefiel called the special session to order at 7 P.M.  Four council members were present: David Benefiel, Kristi Langkabel, Ralph Henderson, Larry Tracy and Clerk-Treasurer, Don Roberts, and legal council, Mark McNeely.
	
II:  DIANE TERRY EASEMENT :
	Clerk-Treasurer went over the Diane Terry easement.  After discussion the easement was signed by Diane Terry and Town Council President David Benefiel.  Final copy of easement will be recorded and a copy given to Diane Terry for her records.  Council Members thanked Diane Terry for her corporation.

III:  FIRE STATION:
  	Tony Nicholson from Space and Sites went over the two lowest bids.  Reference was made that the DeWees Construction, Inc. bid did not note that Addendum’s 1, 2 and 3 were a part of their bid. Runnebohm Construction Co., Inc did acknowledge that their bid included Addendum’s 1, 2 and 3.  It was felt that Runnebohm Construction Co., Inc. is the most RESPONSIBLE, RESPONSE BID. Council Members and Building Committees asked Mr. Nicholson for additional information from Runnebohm Construction Company for the April 23rd meeting.  Cost of a plain roof (not colored), lower building to 16 foot doing away with storage area.  A break down of work phases and cost associated with each phase.

IV:  FINANCING:
	Legal Council Mark McNeely handed out a pamphlet titled “CAN’T I JUST GET A LOAN FROM THE BANK”.  This is an advisory on the proper way to handle debt.  We will have to be mindful of the legal requirements for a loan.  It will probably need to be a short term loan of 5 years. 

 V:  INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT 2014:
	Legal Council Mark McNeely handed out the new INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT-2014 for this year.  The only change is the dollar amounts to be paid by the Town of Morristown and Hanover Township. Morristown will take action on the INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT 2014 at its April 23rd
meeting.
