I:  CALL TO ORDER:

II:  APPROVAL OF MINUTES & CLAIMS:
	Council Member Larry Tracy made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 10th, 2014 meeting as presented.  Council Member William White seconded the motion.  5 aye’s  0 no’s	
	Claims:  Council Member Ralph Henderson made a motion to approve the claims as presented.  Council Member Larry Tracy seconded the motion.  5 aye’s  0 no’s.

III:  MORRISTOWN PUBLIC LIBRARY:
	Janet Wallace, Director of the Shelby County Library was in attendance bringing the Town Council up to date on the Morristown Branch.  She stated that the library would be moving from the municipal building and she would appreciate any help the Town of Morristown could provide.  
	There was considerable discussion among Council Members concerning the future utilities and snow removal for the library.  Council Member Ralph Henderson made a motion to provide snow removal and utilities for one year. Additional discussion over snow removal and possible liability.  Council Member Henderson decided to withdraw his motion.  Council Member Larry Tracy made a motion to provide water, sewer and trash for one year and to revaluate after one year.  Cost to be paid from Racino funds.  Council Member William White seconded the motion.  5 aye’s  0 no’s
	Mrs. Wallace thanked the Town Council for the support of the library.

IV:  209 E. JOHONSON STREET:
	There are still questions on status of this house.  Clerk-Treasurer is to check on past due tax payments.

V:  NEW FIRE STATION STORM DRAIN:
  	President Benefiel stated that storm drain will be installed and possible use of sanitary sewer manholes owned by town to save on cost.

VI:  POLICE DEPARTMENT:
	Marshall Henry Albrecht stated that Davis Road has been closed and Mr. Willey will use Freedom Drive to get to his property.  
	Marshall Albrecht asked about duck hunting on Town of Morristown property.  Council Member made a motion to ban any hunting in the Town of Morristown.  Council Member William White seconded the motion..  5 aye’s  0 no’s.

VII:  ROOF MUNICIPAL BUILDING AND WASTEWATER PLANT:
	Clerk-Treasurer handed out spread sheet with quote numbers.  Clerk-Treasurer stated that because of fall arrival that maybe we should wait until spring and ask for new quotes.  After discussion Town Council Members agreed.

VIII:  FIRE STATION ELECTRIC SERVICE:
	Clerk-Treasurer stated that a meeting between Duke Energy, Dewees Electrican and the Clerk Treasurer concerning electric service for the new fire station.  Duke Energy would like to provide electric service into the new fire station from the north side and there is a chance that it will not cost Morristown any money.  Clerk-Treasurer stated that we would need an easement across Hanover Township property.  Council President Benefiel asked if the easement could be used as a utility easement that could be used for electric and gas services and the possible extension of the water line to Asbury Road.  Clerk-Treasurer was instructed to have Jeff Powell, Surveyor, to draw up a 20 foot wide utility easement and give to Legal Council, Mark McNeely for drawing up a legal document.

Single Phase or Three Phase:
  	Clerk-Treasurer stated that a decision is needed to be made concerning electric service so Duke Energy could provide the service.  After considerable discussion Council Member William White made a motion to have Single Phase for the new fire station.  Council Member Larry Tracy seconded the motion. 4 aye’s and 1no, with Council Member Ralph Henderson abstaining.

Generator:
 	Discussion continued on the size of generator for the new fire station.  Council member William White made a motion to price a generator and transfer switch to power the whole fire station.  Council Member Larry Tracy seconded the motion.  5 aye’s  o no’s

Fire Station Construction Claims:
  	Clerk-Treasurer asked if it was okay to pay the construction claim if Space and Sites and President David Benefiel signed the claim.  Council Members stated that it was okay.

Randy Reed Claim:
  	Clerk-Treasurer stated Mr. Reed turned in a claim for fire station inspection and for helping Caleb Osborn with an electrical problem with the wastewater system.  Council Member Ralph Henderson made a motion to approve the claims.  Council Member Larry Tracy seconded the motion.  5 ayes  0 nos

IX:  BUDGET 2015:
       	Clerk-Treasurer presented the 2015 Town of Morristown Budget for approval.  Clerk-Treasurer discussed the 2015 budget and stated that the on reduction in appropriation was for the Fire Service to the Fire Board from $26,000.00 to $25,000.00 due to additional expenses for the Town of Morristown involving the new fire station.  After discussion Council Member William White made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-15 (Morristown Budget) as presented.  Council Member Ralph Henderson seconded the motion.  5 aye’s  0 no’s

X:  FLOOD PLAIN:
	Legal Council discussed the new flood plan ordinance.  Legal Council, Mr. McNeely stated that it needs a penalty clause and signature page for 5 members.  This is a state wide flood plan ordinance. Mr. McNeely stated that it would be ready for the next council meeting.

XI:  FUND RAISER FOR MORRISTOWN MARCHING BAND:
	E-mail from Cindy Stoner concerning a fund raiser for the Morristown Marching Band selling banners that would be hung in the Town of Morristown.  Council Member Larry Tracy made a motion to approve the request from the Morristown Marching Band.  Council Member David Benefiel seconded the motion.  5 aye’s  0 no’s
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XII:  PATTERSON STREET TREE:
	Caleb Osborne showed pictures of a tree that is leaning out over South Patterson Street. After discussion it was felt that the tree is on private property.  Council Members asked Caleb to probe for a sidewalk.
