MORRISTOWN TOWN COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
FEBRUARY 10, 2016

I. CALL TO ORDER:
President David Benefiel called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag. Other Council members present were: William White, Ralph Henderson, Larry Tracy and Kristi Langkabel. Also present were Legal Counsel, Mark McNeely and Clerk-Treasurer Sue Keaton.

II. APPROVAL OF MINUTES AND CLAIMS:
Minutes of the January 27, 2016 meeting were approved as written on a motion by William White and 2nd by Ralph Henderson. Claims presented were approved on a motion by William White and 2nd by Kristi Langkabel.

III. OLD BUSINESS:
The highest bid received for the Crown Victoria purchased 2009 was from Jamie Benefiel for $1,025.00. William White moved the bid be accepted, Kristi Langkabel 2nd and the motion passed.

The Council discussed the condition of the water received at at least two (2) mobile homes in the Watertower  Trailer Park which is undrinkable.  Water supplied by the town at the meter is without problems but the distribution system within the park appears to have major problems for the residents.  Robert Lewis of the County Board of Health will be contacted tomorrow, February 11, 2016, and report his findings to the Council.  Town Attorney Mark McNeely will write to the owner of the park to requesting their compliance with the water problem and other subpar conditions, including trashed trailers, within the park. It was also mentioned that where one mobile home had been removed the sewer connection was not capped off but covered with a rock. That too must be addressed. 
Wessler may be requested to give instructions on replacement of the distribution system requirements.  Follow-up reports will be received at the February 24, 2016 meeting.

IV. NEW BUSINESS:
Wessler representative Mary  Atkins  presented Ordinance 2016-2  as corrected for adoption. The Ordinance relates to various sewer constituents. The ordinance passed, with a unanimous vote, on a motion by Ralph Henderson, 2nd by William White.  The Council went to a second reading and William White moved, Ralph Henderson 2nd and the motion was approved. 

The water system is nearing capacity and a review of water field needs was discussed. Grants may be sought for a water project. Previous studies of potential well fields were not specific but Wessler may review them and seek information looking 30 years out to future needs.
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The proposal for Terry’s Lawn Service for $1,275.00 was accepted by the Council. This will provide for three treatments at the Municipal Building and three at the Wastewater Treatment Plant. Motion by Ralph Henderson, 2nd by William White.

The Council discussed the prospects for property owned by Ryan Carlton located next to the Town Park. The Building Inspector is expected to condemn the property Tthe owners’ mother had suggested someone wanted to buy it on contract and live in a travel trailer while repairing the building. That exception to mobile living units was denied by the Council. Any well on the property must also be properly capped.

Mark McNeely has sent a letter to Burbank California concerning the property at 209 E. Johnson St. They have 30 days to respond.

V. LEGAL:

Incorporated into all business of the Council meeting.

VI. POLICE DEPARTMENT:

Nothing to report.

VII. Clerk-Treasurer:

Nothing outstanding to report.

VIII. WATER, WASTEWATER, STREETS:

The council reviewed three quotes on a new riding lawn mower for the Town. The best bid was received from John Deere of Rushville and on a motion by William White and 2nd by Ralph Henderson the Council voted unanimously to purchase the John Deere Z970R Gas Mower for $6,100.00 with trade-in of the 2012 Z960A mower.

The Council on a motion by Ralph Henderson and 2nd by William White approved all of the full time staff at the department joining the Waste Water association at a cost of $10.00 each.

After reading a quote on new lights for the shop Dave Benefiel suggested that quotes would be received at the February 24, 2016 meeting.  The quote read was withdrawn and will be resubmitted at that meeting. 
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The promoters of the tree house resort are still wanting to have a sewer line that runs straight into the processing plant. Wessler will assist Cody Cory with explaining why the line must come into the designated location.

Progress is being made on repairing/replacing the ceiling and lights at the old fire station in both bays.

The backwash problem is being addressed and the appropriate part is on order.

David Benefiel discussed the possibility of a new Reserve Deputy for the Town. Marshal Henry Albrecht noted that they must be trained prior to working and equipment must be purchased. 

William White moved and Ralph Henderson 2nd the motion to adjourn. Motion passed.
