New Business:

It was discussed to send a certified letter to Mr. Hines and if not received then will need to personally serve.  Give 10 days then possibly put a lien on property.  Bill White made a motion to proceed, seconded by Trent Miller.  All in favor.

Rick Diefenderfer advised that the resident at Johnson and Chestnut did reply to the Heavy Trash Day letter and will clean up that day.  Also, Rick advised that Larry has checked the cars at Harts (Main and Poplar) and they run.  They will keep checking.
