January 2, 2008

Plant would sit on 15 acres of land in the industrial park and a 10ft fence would surround.  An issue of noise was brought up and it was advised that from 100ft away it would sound conversation level.   Commission noted that all requirements have been met.  Jack Brinson made motion to approve, seconded by Bill White.  All in favor, motion approved.
