Morristown Planning Commission

Minutes

February 6, 2008
Morristown Planning Commission was called to order at 7:00 pm by President Dave Benefiel.  Members present included, Dave Benefiel, Trent Miller, Bill White, Jack Brinson, Lisa Smith and Planning Director Randy Reed.  Harry Justus was absent from meeting.
Jack Brinson made a motion to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Trent Miller, and all were in favor.

Jennifer Messer attended the meeting and gave an update on the annexation.  She stated it is moving forward.  Phase 1 is starting.   Jennifer mentioned she is waiting on a report from Umbaugh.  

Jennifer also advised that the Tiff area for Integrity Metals is starting.  Information on Tiff was passed out.  A new Tiff area will have to be created.  It was advised to the Planning Commission members that they will be involved.   Jennifer noted that she is still waiting on additional information from Integrity Metals.  

Old Business:
Discussion was done regarding any additional information on the owners of the Bowling Alley.  Owner was contacted by phone and advised that the bank, Fifth Third has taken over building.  Calls were made to Fifth Third to no avail.  It was discussed to continue to find out who actually owns building and let them be aware that building to be condemned.  Also to advise them that they have 30 days to appear before board with their intent.   Bill motioned to condemn and contact owner to attend next meeting, seconded by Lisa Smith and all in favor.  
Permits fees were reviewed.  All agreed fees needed to be raised.  After review and new fees were completed Bill White motioned to present to Town Council for passage, seconded by Jack Brinson, all in favor.  Motion passed
New Business:

Ray and Beck Fields attended meeting regarding their rental property at 102 E. North St.  They stated making house 2 rentals, 1 would be  a 3 bedroom, 1 bath and kitchen with 2 entry/exit doors the other would be a 2 room studio with 1 entry/exit door.  Randy Reed did state that they both need to have 2 ways in and 2 ways out.  Ray Fields advised that he can put another door in the studio.  The Fields advised that they have not done any structure changes and wants to keep the way built.   Lisa Smith questioned parking, which they would not be able to use the streets.  The Fields advised that there is enough parking in the rear of house for at least 4- 5 cars now.  They would not need street parking.  Commission was advised that the utilities were going to be paid by the Fields.  Dave Benefiel advised that they would have to get a variance therefore they will need to go before the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Bill motioned for Randy Reed to go out and do a check over on everything.  
Jack Griffin attended the meeting and requested a copy of the minutes from the last Planning Meeting, when Integrity Metal was mentioned.  Stated was curious as to how this works.  Randy Reed advised they will need to meet all of our requirements.  Dave Benefiel stated he has spoken to an engineering firm about helping us go over reports and understand if meeting requirements.  It was advised that Integrity Metals in eligible for permits and they have a Land Improvement permit at this time.  Much discussion was done regarding noise and vibration and how it will affect surrounding businesses and homes.  It was advised the information presented from Integrity Metals states there will be no vibration and noise will be at conversational level at 100 ft away.  It was noted this is still in the early stages and they haven’t even finalized the land.  Dave Benefiel advised Mr. Griffin that he will let him know when Integrity Metals will be attending any meetings with the town.  
Jack Brinson advised he had received a call from Richard Marshall concerning the appearance of Richard Carlton’s business along the railroad track.  Asked if it could be requested to plant some evergreen trees to hide appearance.  He stated it is an eye sore when traveling from the south or north on Asbury Road and this especially looks bad when a funeral is taking place at the cemetery.  It was agreed that maybe this should be made aware to the cemetery committee to contact Richard Carlton regarding this issue.  

Jack Brinson made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Bill White.  All in favor.
